School lacks extra curricular activities
Thank you for your thoughtful comments and suggestions. We recognise that funding for SEND provision continues to be a concern for many families. While some aspects are beyond our direct control, please be assured that we are actively advocating for the SEND resources our children need and deserve.
We’ve also taken on board your feedback about extra-curricular activities and will be reviewing and developing our offer for the 2025/26 school year.
With regard to wraparound care, this time is currently focused on play, creativity and social development. Due to staffing levels, we’re unable to offer regular reading support during these sessions.
Lastly, we’d like to clarify that the school has not been taken over. We have formed our own Multi-Academy Trust, allowing us to retain autonomy and keep the well-being and progress of our pupils at the heart of all we do. While there is an increasing focus on performance and data, our priority remains the individual needs and holistic development of every child.
