I am also aware that Ashbourne Primary has the largest number of SEND children compared to local schools and maybe extra provision of new staff and resources should be examined.
Teachers are not consistent in how SEND children are treated. Things get put in place and then aren’t carried out when other staff members cover
Thank you for sharing your comments and suggestions. We recognise that Ashbourne Primary has a high number of pupils with special educational needs, and we are actively working with the Local Authority to secure the additional funding and support these children require.
We also acknowledge that the current education system doesn’t always reflect the realities and needs of today’s children and families. At Trust level, we are raising these concerns with the Department for Education and advocating for wider change to ensure the system is fairer and more inclusive.
In the meantime, we are committed to improving how we support all pupils on a day-to-day basis. We will be working on developing clearer systems to ensure that cover staff are well informed about individual needs.
We need to understand we are in a different society to years ago and not all children learn by sitting at a desk there needs to be more alternative learning ways to cater for different learning styles
