	Online Safety
We will be learning about staying safe online during Online Safety week which takes place the week beginning Monday 25th November. Children will consider protecting our identity online, identify ways to challenge disrespectful communication online and how to a respectful and responsible digital citizen.  
	PSHE
We will be linking our PSHE lessons to Anti-Bullying week which takes place on Monday 11th November – 15th November. The theme this year is ‘Make a Noise about Bullying’.

At home you could discuss ideas of examples of what bullying looks like in different contexts and what STOP means (Several, Times, On, Purpose)

	PE
The children will be learning the skills of Invasion Games. They will be learning skills associated with attacking and defending, such as running, jumping, throwing and catching. The children will be developing these skills individually, in pairs, in groups and then applying them in team games. 

Please ensure PE kits are in school all week with labelled items of clothing.

	Computing
This half term the computing focus is ‘photo editing’. During this unit the children will learn that digital images can be changed, that colours can be changed in digital images. This will also explore how cloning can be used in photo editing and explore how images can be combined. Finally children will evaluate how changes can improve an image.

At home you could look at different images and discuss how these could have been changed.

	Science 
Our Science unit this term is ‘Living Things and their Habitats’. The children will be learning how to classify vertebrates and investigating invertebrates and mini-beasts.

At home, you could discuss what animals are found in the immediate local environment such as the rec.
	 Geography 
The topic that we will study in detail this half term is called ‘Natural Disasters’. The children will learn the cause and effect of natural disasters including; volcanoes, hurricanes, tsunamis and earthquakes. 

At home you could look at the history of natural disasters that have been recorded.
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
